CHALLENGE  
Each year, accident reports clearly point out the grave danger associated with driving 
too fast for the conditions.  The risk versus the reward doesn’t balance.  The bottom 
line is that we need to address unsafe speed on a regular basis as part of our training 
and driver evaluations.    We can’t help if we are sidelined to injury or damage to our 
apparatus.  Our goal should be to GET THERE SAFELY!
