As professional
drivers, we must excel at defensive driving. In order to accomplish our tasks safely
we must anticipate driver errors and common mistakes.

We must expect the unpredictable and make the necessary adjustments to protect
ourselves and the public. When in doubt we should slow down and yield the right of
way and maintain safe distances from other vehicles in our path. We must always
expect the unexpected and drive accordingly. Remember, we are the pros.
