5-MINUTE SAFETY DRILL

Risk Management: It’s Your Call

FOCUS: Major fires can be exciting but we must remember to remain focused
and always put safety first. The larger the number of people involved increases
the need for effective communication and coordination.

CHALLENGE
As areas grow, the occupancies change over time. Industrial areas were at one
time remotely located. However, cities expand and grow up around the
industrial areas. In addition, companies often change their “products” to
maintain a competitive edge. It’s important the fire departments continue to
monitor the growth and changes in the communities you serve.

A large fire is raging. The area is located in close proximity to the downtown
area in the early morning hours. Workers will be soon be coming into the area
to begin the day’s work. You have arrived at this scene. It’s your call!
