Risk Management: It’s Your Call

FOCUS: Construction activities can create serious hazards when errors are
made. It’s important to be aware of major construction that occurs in your city
or town!

CHALLENGE

As cities and towns expand there is often constant construction occurring. In
this scenario, you are responding to a fire in a downtown area.. You have just
arrived at the scene. In addition to the fire, you become aware that the
construction crew has also struck a gas pipe and a major leak is occurring. It’s
near the end of the day and people will be attempting to leave. There are
vehicles and other sources of fuel that increase your risk!
