After
all, not only is the safety of the individual at stake but also the members of their
crew.

As we have gained knowledge about the causes of illnesses that negatively impact
the fire service, there has been a growing effort to provide education and fitness
programs to address the issues. However, each year countless deaths are the result
of heart attacks and strokes.

It’s apparent, that no number of directives or regulations can make us take care of
our health. It’s up to us to get the recommended physicals, make changes as
necessary and develop the attitude that makes wellness a top priority in our lives!
